HISTORICALLY SPEAKING...
 JU made the postseason for the third 
straight season, a feat equaled only one 
other time in program history (1970-74).
 JU picked up its second straight 20-win 
seasons, the first time that has happened 
since 1974.  That was the final of five 
straight 20-win seasons.
 For the first time in program history, JU 
won postseason games in consecutive 
seasons.

WINNING SEASON...
 JU has its fifth straight winning season, 
continuing the second longest streak of 
winning seasons in program history.

LAST SEASON...
 Head coach Cliff Warren saw his career 
record get over .500 for the first time 
after a 1-26 start to his JU tenure.  He is 
now tied for third place on the school’s 
all-time wins list.
 JU racked up a winning record in non-
conference play for the first time since 
the 2004-05 season.
 The Dolphins won both of their games 
against teams from the Southeastern 
Conference (SEC).
 Ayron Hardy left his mark on the JU 
record book, entering the tournament 
second on the career steals list, 10th on 
the career blocks list and 18th in points.  

MAKING A MARK...
With five straight winning seasons, Cliff 
Warren is moving up the all-time wins list 
at JU and enters this season needing just 
15 wins to become the school’s all-time 
leader in victories.
	 Entering this season, Warren has
racked up 92 wins at JU - tied for the 
third-highest total in program history 
among the 15 head coaches. He needs 
one win to move ahead of Joe Williams 
for third place. Here’s a look at the all-
time wins list at JU:
