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93 players have signed professional contracts and former MLB pitching coach Rick Peterson pitched at
JU from 1975-1976.

Former 2006 Atlantic Sun Player of the Year Daniel Murphy was called up to the Mets in 2008 and hit
.313in a 131 at bats in his first stint in the major leagues.

JU has won 7 Conference Championships, has had 6 Conference Players of the Year, 30 All-American
selections and 85 All-Conference selections.

In 2007 Pete Clifford was named A-Sun Conference Player of the year. In 2006, Daniel Murphy, and Matt
Dobbins was named A-Sun Conference Player and Pitcher of the Year, respectively.

In 2007 Pete Clifford was named 2™ team All-American and in 2006 LHP Matt Dobbins was named 2™
Team All-American by Louisville Slugger with a 12-2 record.

John Sessions Stadium at Alexander Brest Field rest on the picturesque banks of the St. John” River, just
across from bustling downtown Jacksonville.

Jacksonville is home to the Jaguars of the National Football League, and also to the Suns which is the
Double-A affiliate of the Florida Marlins.

Head Coach Terry Alexander is JU’s all-time winningest coach with 632 wins.

Alexander has been named Conference Coach of the Year on 3 occasions and was selected as an assistant
coach for the USA National Team in 2002.

JU’s Associate Head Coach Tim Montez has coached in 8 NCAA Regionals, 1 Super Regional and has won
a WCC, SEC and three A-Sun Conference Championships.

Montez has had 33 pitchers sign professional baseball contracts, including two 1% round draft picks, and
has had 12 nationally ranked recruiting classes in 15 years as a Recruiting Coordinator.

Montez has coached or recruited a number of major league players such as Texas Rangers Mike Young,
Cleveland Indians Cliff Lee, Houston Astros Russ Ortiz, San Francisco’s Barry Zito, and Matt Garza
of the Tampa Bay Rays.

JU assistant coach Todd Claus has been part of 6 professional championships, including 3 World Series
titles.

Claus managed the AA Portland Seadogs to their first ever championship in 2006, while being named Minor
League “Manager of the Year” by Baseball America.

Claus helped develop and manage over 30 major league players; including all-stars Joe Sanders and Ervin
Santana (Los Angeles Angels) and Jonathon Papelbon (Boston Red Sox) and rookies of the year
Hanley Rameriz (Florida Marlins) and Dustin Pedroia (Boston Red Sox).
